 It’s been a busy month though you wouldn’t know 
it looking at the car. Those deadlines float by like waifs 
on the wind. Ah I can wax poetic as things have 
worked out fairly well on the car right now. 

When we last 
left you we were 
putting the car 
together. Things 
were going well till I 
got to the doors. I 
had purchased new 
hinges. Painted and 
put then on the car, 
attached the doors 
and...

The doors were 
too long! I know 
they fit before. An 
emergency call 
went out and Mike 
Hrycyschyn came 
over with the 
measurements from 
his A. They 
measured within 
fractions of his 
doors. Then we had 
a look at one 
original hinge and 
Mike said you have 
to bend the hinge. 

Guess that is 
what they did on the 
line when the were 
building MG’s. No robots back then just Burt with a 
bloody big hammer. We were a little more sophisticated 
but it was a bit of a production, I now have Mike’s gas 
welding set up at my place. We stripped the hinges and 
Mike came over and helped me bend the bottom hinge 
to match the other bent one. Then on the passenger’s 
side the old ones went on and surprise surprise the 
doors fit. 

I still have to move the rear fenders a touch, 
forward on one side and back on the other but the gaps 
look good.  I spent a day on fitting the doors. Had to 
remove the hinges as they were springing the door open 

so I heated 
them and 
squeezed 
them to 
remove that 
bit of 
outward 
push. Then it 
was back 
with the door 
jamb covers 
and the 
strikers for 
the door and 

finally got them to fit and lock and so the 
doors well hung as the title says.  
Of course I had to remove the hinges one 
at a time, prime and paint them. The 
door jamb covers are in primer now and 
have some spot putty on them for a 
couple of pocked areas where the rust was 
removed. I also have the battery cover in 
high build and these pieces are going to 
be my test run with the base clear.  
Must say I had fun mixing up the Dupont 
primer filler, it was a solid block in the 
bottom of the can and I finally had to get 

the drill and paint mixer from the house 
to blend it. That’s a reminder to ask the 
paint place to mix it up for me before I 

take it home.  
That is where it sits, going back out today to use 

some of the 3M guide dust and see how that works on 
the battery cover. That’s a part one won’t see too much 
so good to practice on...we may have the car in primer 
by the time the All British Show rolls around. Guess 
we’ll have to wait and see...  ff

This year we 
did not have a table but went as buyers – well 
seekers anyway as we did not buy much’ just some 
fog light for the Jeep Heap. But we did have a great 
top down day and some good food and best of all a 
whole day of Grandpa and Grandson fun.   
 

New @ Littlemore . . . 
The next big thing to happen at Littlemore was for 
me to become curator of two new vehicles – we are 

only curators of these old cars you know, until they 
are passed along to the next generation of owners.  
The first to show up was a fine MGBGT in Teal Blue 
passed on to my care by Skip. BGTs are the unsung 
collector car of MG family. They were the pet project 
of John Thornley, general manager of MG in the 60s. 
He wanted MG to produce an Aston Martin for the 
average man. The first attempt was by an English 
custom coach builder but this was rejected and 
Thornley sent a roadster over to Italian car designer 
Andrea Pininfarina for him to work his majic on.  The 
result was the MGBGT – the first car to feature a true 
hatchback. Its sculputed lines wowed the public and it 
was soon declaired that, after the TF, the BGT was 
the most beautifuly proportioned MG ever built. John 
thought that the Grand  Tourer would be a high speed 
car for the american freeways but they never sold well 
over here. They did, however, “sell like hotcakes” at 
home with a total of 125,282 being produced.  
Weighing in at 251 lbs heavier than the Roadster, the 
GT will not acceleration as fast as the open top 
version but due to its superior aerodynamics a higher 
top speed of well over 100 mph can be acheved. I 
have always wanted one of these MGs and now I 
have one.  

 

The Teal BGT at Littlemore 
The second vehicle to arrive at Littlemore is the 
ugliest land conveance ever designed since the 
invention of the road – a Commer Highwaymen. This 
van came to my care from Rod in a rather 
complicated several-way trade that best goes left 
unsaid. It is an interesting van but I shall have to 
leave the details until next time.
